New Members: are required to show a valid and cur-

rent property tax bill or lease, and a valid and current 

driver’s license and utility bill. 

Renewing Members: are required to show a valid and 

current utility bill and a valid and current driver’s li-

cense, and membership cards. Renewing members who 

rent must also show a valid and current copy of their 

lease.
